The STEM Ambassador programme is a
national, government funded scheme,

managed regionally through contracts which are awarded by STEMNET.

Devon Education Business Partnership holds the STEM Ambassadors management contract for the Devon & Cornwall region, ensuring all schools and colleges have access to a range of exciting and dynamic role models in STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics).

STEM Ambassadors (formerly known as Science and Engineering Ambassadors, or ‘SEAs’) are volunteers from industry and academia who either work within or come from STEM disciplines. 

STEM Ambassadors can help to inspire young people through a variety of means: illustrating specific careers, helping with classroom activities, or assisting in extra-curricular activities such as clubs, challenges and competitions.

The STEM Ambassadors programme aims to bring the world of work to the classroom, shedding light on and demystifying science, technology, engineering and mathematical jobs, and their impact on our everyday lives.

What do STEM Ambassadors do?

· Help deliver activities such as Science and Engineering clubs

· Help with school competitions, events and awards

· Give talks about a particular topic

· Support school careers events

· Act as role models to young learners

· Provide work-based placements for teachers and students
